An iodinated contrast medium is a colorless, transparent, and slightly viscous liquid. After being injected into
a vein, it is excreted in the urine through the kidneys within 1 day. The patterns of distribution and the excretion
route can be used to diagnose diseases. Therefore, if your renal function is impaired, it may worsen, in addition
to causing a slower excretion of the contrast medium. Careful attention is needed if your renal function is
impaired.
