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Introduction

This glossary is prepared for non-Jdapanese people studying nursing
care and working at care sites in Japan. It is necessary to learn
terminology when acquiring nursing care skills and studying nursing
care. By confirming the terms frequently used in each test of nursing
care and at care sites in mother language, this terminology will give you a
better understanding of meanings. Specialists in the field of care welfare
have selected 1197 terms with Japanese language specialists acting
as supervisors. Furthermore, illustration and charts are also shown to
provide you with a better understanding of the meaning of terms visually.

This terminology helps non-Japanese people who study nursing care
in Japan with learning and practicing and also helps teachers in training
institutions and people teaching nursing care to non-Japanese people as

a tool for communication and instruction.
