The Asian Administrators Meeting on HIV/AIDS has been organized to contribute to the
improvement of health and welfare by promoting the understanding on HIV/AIDS burden

in each country and our region.

The 1%t Administrators Meeting was held on the occasion of the 7th ICAAP (International
Conference on AIDS in Asia and Pacific) where the representatives from ASEAN + 3
countries gathered in Kobe, Japan in 2005. At that meeting, representatives strongly
voiced the need of continued discussions and exchanging opinions between Asian
administrators, resulting in the meetings in Chiang Rai (Northern Thailand) in 2006, in
Phnom Penh (Cambodia) in 2008 and in Kunming (China) in 2009.

At those meetings, exchange of opinions and information sharing on legal frameworks of
each participating country were actively done along with presentations and discussions
on prevention and surveillance policies on HIV/AIDS. Through the discussion the
participants renewed the recognition of the importance of the role of the policy makers

and stronger effort for prevention, treatment and support for people living with
HIV/AIDS.

This year’s meeting is to be held in Tokyo, Japan. The meeting will focus on the
transmission of HIV/AIDS among men who have sex with men (MSM). MSM are the
hardest-hit population in Japan and the epidemic is growing in many areas in Asia. We
wish to exchange the present information and what has been and what is going to be done
in the future in each country. In order to stimulate the discussion and networking, we will
invite international organizations.

Recognizing the importance and significance of this meeting, we sincerely ask eager
participations from the countries and organizations to the upcoming meeting in Tokyo.
