Article 22:national government or local government employees (excluding part-time) may not
be a director.

Article 61: A full-time director of an Independent Administrative Institution (excluding the
Specified Incorporated Administrative Agency) becomes an officer of the organization for the
purpose of profit and must not engage in commercial enterprises themselves, except in the

case of approval of the appointer.
