1. What is a CT scan?/CTRZEIZ DV T
A computerized tomography (CT) scan combines a series of X-ray images taken from different angles

and uses computer processing to create cross-sectional images of the whole body. The entire procedure
typically takes 30 minutes. Side effects from radiation are minimal in normal CT examinations. If you
have any concerns, please consult your doctor.
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2. What is an iodine contrast medium?/ 2 — F&EEAIIZ oW\ T
A dye known as an “iodinated contrast medium” is used for a CT scan

An iodinated contrast medium is a colorless, transparent, and slightly viscous liquid. After being
injected into a vein, it is excreted in the urine through the kidneys within 1 day. The patterns of
distribution and the excretion route can be used to diagnose diseases. Therefore, if your renal function is
impaired, it may worsen, in addition to causing a slower excretion of the contrast medium. Careful
attention is needed if your renal function is impaired.
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3. Advantages of contrast-enhanced CT/#EREAI 2 FEHT 5 Z LI X BFR
Using a contrast medium provides various advantages as described below, and it allows us to make a

more accurate diagnosis from the images that are taken. For this reason, despite the risk of the occurrence
of adverse reactions to the contrast medium, your doctor may recommend a contrast -enhanced CT if it is
necessary for diagnosis.
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-Provides detailed information about blood vessels (for the diagnosis of occlusion, stenosis, vascular
malformation, or dissociation, etc., or the assessment of the relationship between the locations of tumors and
blood vessels.)
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*Provides information about blood flow in each organ (for the diagnosis of the areas of hemorrhaging and
infarction, etc.)

If you have a pacemaker or an Implantable Cardioverter Defibrillator (ICD), please be sure to bring your

“Pacemaker Identification Book” or “ICD Identification Book™ on the day of the examination. A CT scan may
interfere with certain types of pacemakers or ICDs. A staff member in the CT room will check the pacemaker or
ICD type written in your “Pacemaker Identification Book” or “ICD Identification Book” in order to perform the

examination safely.

If you are pregnant or there is a possibility that you are pregnant, please inform the doctor or staff before the

CT scan. This is to protect the fetus from radiation exposure.

You may be asked to remove all clothing or underwear with metallic materials and precious metals because

they can interfere with the clarity of the CT scan images.

You will be asked to lie on a table during the CT scanning. Please relax and lie on your back.

* Your doctor, a radiology technician and a nurse will constantly monitor your condition during the
examination so that immediate action can be taken if some kind of abnormality occurs.

* During the injection of the contrast medium, you may feel warm. You do not need to be concerned because
this is a normal reaction, and not an adverse reaction. The degree of warmth varies depending on the speed of
the injection.
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* If the contrast medium has been injected forcefully, it may leak from the blood vessel. The injection site may
present with swelling and be accompanied by pain. Even if such leakage occurs, it will be absorbed by the
body over time, so you do not need to worry. If the leakage is massive, however, treatment may be necessary.

3) After the examination/fRE%
You are advised to take more fluids (water, tea, juice, etc.) than usual to help excrete the contrast medium
from the body and maintain kidney function. The contrast medium will be excreted by the kidneys into the
urine. There are no dietary restrictions.

The doctor will explain the results to you at a later date.
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8. Advantages and disadvantages of a contrast-enhanced CT scan/#&8 C T RZE DR & FF#E

Using the information provided by the contrast-enhanced CT, we can possibly provide more appropriate
treatment to the patient. However, there are some disadvantages: inability to obtain useful information from the
examination, radiation exposure related to CT, and the possible occurrence of adverse events such as described

above.
